CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 2:07 pm.

Those in attendance made introductions.    

MINUTES
A motion to approve the minutes from the July 20, 2015 meeting was made by Cindy Ring and seconded by Sarah Albrecht. The motion carried with a unanimous approval by the Committee.
AFFILIATION REQUEST

Harrisonburg Rockingham CSB: Kathy Nelson presented a service description change to the currently licensed Crisis Intervention. The new description will include crisis intervention services to be provided up to 30 days and to expand the service locations to include clients’ residence and other community settings. Cindy Ring motioned for an approval, Sarah Albrecht seconded the motion and the motion carried with a unanimous approval by the Committee Members. The second request, to affiliate a new program; the Mobile Crisis Program For Children and Adolescents. Sarah Albrecht  motioned for an approval, Cindy Ring  seconded the motion for the affiliation of the new Mobile Crisis Program for Children and Adolescents. The motion carried with a unanimous approval by the Committee Members.
Committee members asked for more clarification of how these services will be implemented and the parameters of each to be brought back to to the committee in January.

Health Connect America: Trepin Tate presented information to the Committee on the services Health Connect America will be bringing to the community. Mr. Tate reported the agency is in process of working with the Office of Licensure to license their services. Health Connect America primarily offers children based services. Since Health Connect America is still early in their process of licensing these services, Sarah Albrecht  motioned to table the request for affiliation at this time. The motion was  seconded by Cindy Ring. The motion carried unanimously.
ANNUAL PROGRAM REPORTS

RMH : Annual Report was tabled; to be presented at the January HR LHRC meeting.
C.J. Design: Linda Whitmer presented the Annual Report. Ms. Whitmer reported C. J. Designs currently has three licensed programs: which includes the Somerset Program, licensed for 4 individuals with ID and  Sunset Ridge which has 2 floors. The lower level is licensed for 8 individuals with ID and the upper level is licensed for 3 individuals with behavioral health needs.  Ms. Whitmer reported no program changes this year. Human Rights Training is completed with new staff  within the first 30 days of hire and annually thereafter. 
Public Comments:
Kathy Nelson informed Committee members and Affiliates there is a new complaint form available on the DBHDS website under the Office of Licensing.
ADVOCATE REPORT:
Regional Advocate, Mark Seymour, reminded the Committee and Affiliates of the Human Rights Training to be offered at the Simms Building at 10 AM on the 28th of this month. Mr. Seymour reported Dr. Ferguson resigned as Commissioner on September 22 and Dr Barber is now acting Commissioner. Mr. Seymour reported the anticipated changes to the Human Rights Regulations continue to be in the process with no known time table at this time.  Mr. Seymour addressed Affiliates concerns regarding the inadequacy of the current CHRIS system for reporting serious injuries, deaths and complaints to the Department. 
OTHER BUSINESS /AFFILIATE COMMENTS:
Some affiliates expressed concerns of the recent information received from DBHDS regarding citations and the impact this could have on their licenses to provide services.

The next meeting is scheduled for Monday, January 25,  2015 at 2:00 pm. The meeting will be held at the Harrisonburg Rockingham CSB’s Arbor House Second Floor Conference room, located at 1241 North Main St., Harrisonburg, VA 22802
EXECUTIVE SESSION
Gayl Brunk moved the committee go into Executive session under section 2.23711 (A), Subparagraph of the Virginia Code. The motion was seconded and carried unanimously.

  Upon returning to open session, Gayl Brunk moved that the Committee certify that to the best of each member’s knowledge, (1) only public business matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements by Virginia law were discussed in the executive meeting to which this certification resolution applies, and (2) only such public business matter as were identified in the motion convening the executive meeting were heard, discussed or considered by the Board, and (3) the proposed treatment plan was approved by the committee.  The above certifications were confirmed by a roll call of all members present. 

At the close of the Executive Session, an Executive Session Meeting was planned for December 14 at 1pm to be held at the same address as noted above for the sole purpose to review Pleasant View Inc.’s Health and Safety Plans for continued Committee approval.
